Abstract: The analysis of the Family Centres federal state programme focused on the socio-spatial
effectiveness of the additional services, user satisfaction and the quality of implementation of the
overall programme. The evaluation examined in particular what results have been achieved so far
with the funding in the 24 neighbourhoods and whether the funding approach of the state pro-
gramme is suitable for improving the supply infrastructure as well as the cooperation and network-
ing of family support facilities in the neighbourhood, reaching a greater number of families with
younger children and strengthening parents' child-rearing skills.

Abstract: Requirements on Kindergarten (Kita) principals as regards their qualification, compe-
tence and tasks are just as varied as the kindergarten landscape itself is in Germany. Based on 16
group-discussions (one in each federal state of Germany) with 140 principals of kindergartens, it
was possible, on the one hand, to reconstruct typical basic fields of tension and challenges of kin-
dergarten management in general. On the other hand, three typical self-perceptions and patterns
of leadership (care, management and leadership) were identified, as well as different experiences

and practices of managers that are related to the quality of the operator organisations, to gender
and to the degree of (non-) release from group work.

Bildungsbotschafterinnen und Bildungsbotschafter in Kita, Schule und Stadtteil (Evaluation of
the project Ambassadors of Education in Kindergartens, Schools and Neighbourhood) (October
2015 to December 2018); funded by Pestalozzi Frobel Haus Berlin.

Abstract: Parents who want to become involved in the education of their own and other children
are coached as multipliers in a three-month further training course. They then serve as ambassa-
dors of education in kindergartens, schools and neighbourhoods. The evaluation project accompa-
nies and supports the project through a formative, responsive and participatory evaluation.

Kita-Qualitdt aus Kindersicht (Kindergarten Quality from the Children's Point of View)
(01.04.2016 to 31.03.2017); funded by Deutsche Kinder- und Jugendstiftung / Bundesprogramm
Qualitat vor Ort.

Abstract: What makes up a ‘good’ kindergarten from the point of view of kindergarten children?
An explanatory study, executed with the documentary method, reconstructed quality dimensions
on the foundation of video-based group discussions, discussions accompanying drawing sessions,
photo-based tours of the kindergarten and participation as well as video-based observation. Six
kindergartens with different educational profiles were chosen that were recommended by aca-
demically renowned experts in the field of early childhood education as ‘good-practice institu-
tions’. 79 four- to six-year-old children participated. It was not the brief or the objective of the
study to undertake an evaluation or a comparative assessment of the kindergartens but to recon-
struct the perspective of the children as regards ‘good’ quality. Some key results: Children want
their basic needs for belonging, experiencing competence and autonomy to be fulfilled. They want
to feel bound safely to persons of reference, belonging to a social community and embedded in
reliable rituals. Children are eager and passionate users of interesting learning and educational
opportunities; they have a great and energetic need for the exploration and acquisition of the
world. Children want to participate and co-determine actively and responsibly in the design of the
places they live in. They appreciate adults that respect them in their ‘freedom’ and ‘equality’ and
who display ‘solidarity’ towards them. Through the participation in democratic principles, children
feel valued and respected.

Kinder als Akteure der Qualitatsentwicklung in Kitas — Forschung — Weiterbildung — Praxis-
entwicklung (Children as Actors in Quality Development of Kindergartens — Research — Training
— Practice Development) (01.01.2018 to 31.12.2019), funded by Bertelsmann Stiftung.

Abstract: There are already numerous methods of how kindergarten teams can further develop
the quality in their facilities — the opinions and perspectives of the children are only included in the
rarest cases. The two-year research and practice development project Children as Actors in Quality
Development of Kindergartens focuses on the question of how it is possible to systematically un-
derstand, make visible and audible the perspectives and relevance of children and feed these into
quality development processes. In this project, methodological keys for the survey, evaluation and
documentation of children's perspectives and their inclusion in team reflection and quality devel-
opment processes are developed and tested. The methodical foundation is the documentary
method: the researcher's view connected with this reconstructive method makes it possible to
question linguistic utterances, practices of action and interaction as well as images of children
about their documented relevance and their implicit meaning. In addition, further training to be-
come a Specialist for Children's Perspectives eligible for certification is being developed and carried



out in two further training cycles. The specialists are trained in a research-oriented approach and
are continuously accompanied and advised by the project team during the initiation and design of
the quality development process in their kindergartens.

(6) Kita-Qualitat aus der Perspektive von Eltern (Kindergarten Quality from the Parents’ Perspec-
tive) (01.02.2018 to 31.03.2019), Bertelsmann Stiftung.

Abstract: In the context of the current discussion about the introduction of nationwide quality
standards, the binding orientation towards quality aspects is called for that considers children's
rights, the partnership between educationalists and parents in education and training, and the
safeguarding and further development of lasting quality assurance. This raises the question of
what ideas and expectations different groups of actors have of kindergarten quality, whether they
are consensual or differing perspectives and furthermore how these can be appropriately rec-
orded, included and be introduced equally in quality documenting procedures and quality devel-
opment processes. The aim of the project Kindergarten Quality from the Parents’ Perspective is to
open up and systematise the experiences, perspectives and wishes of parents with regard to kin-
dergarten quality within the framework of a quality-reconstructive research approach. The paren-
tal perspective is to be reconstructed both in general (similarities) and in its diversity (contrasts),
which is to be assumed in view of the very great range of parents and families. Group discussions
with parents from 12 kindergartens (throughout Germany) are conducted and evaluated using the
documentary method, which allows access to implicit knowledge stocks and thus to orientations
that lie beyond explicit expectations
