Instructions for the best use of attachment ‘B’ in accordance with art. 47 of D.P.R. 28 December 2000, n. 445:

Declarations in lieu of an affidavit, governed by the art. 47 of D.P.R. of 28 December 2000, n. 445, are statements related to statuses, personal qualities, and facts which are not possible to certify with a self-certification. They can be used for example in order to attest that a photocopy of a document conforms to the original copy. 
Declarations in lieu of an affidavit can be used to attest to the following:

· that facts, personal qualities, statuses directly known to the declarant, not included in the list of the self-certifiable data with a substitute declaration of certification.

· that a photocopy of a document issued by a public administration, of a publication, or of a certificate or diploma conforms to the original copy (art. 19 of the D.P.R. 445/2000).

Declarants may use a single declaration to attest that all photocopies of certificates, diplomas, and publications conform to the original copies, but must be expressly indicate each photocopy, due to the fact that a general expression such as "all the attached documents/publications conform to the original"; is insufficient.
In cases in which documents have been issued or published in a language other than Italian, French, English, German, or Spanish, the declaration of the conformity to the original copy must be accompanied by a certified Italian translation, that is, a translation which has been certified by a diplomatic or consular official or an official translator. Otherwise the documents will not be accepted and evaluated for the purposes of the procedure for which they have been submitted.
